thence northwesterly along the centerline of said 
railroad right-of-way to the intersection with the 
centerline of State Road Seventy-four, thence west 
along the centerline of said road to the southeast corner 
of Township Forty South, Range Twenty-three East, 
thence north along the east line of said township to the
