The triangular openings at the open sides of a stair, formed by the riser

inches (762 mm) measured vertically to the floor or grade below at any point within
36 inches (914 mm) horizontally to the edge of the open side. Guards shall be
adequate in strength and attachment in accordance with Section 1607.7.

Required guards shall be not less than 42 inches (1067 mm) high, measured vertically
above the adjacent walking surfaces, adjacent fixed seating or the line connecting the
leading edges of the treads. EXCEPTION: Along alternating tread devices and ship ladders,
guards whose top rail also serves as a handrail, shall have height not less than 30 inches
(762 mm) and not more than 34 inches (864 mm), measured vertically from the leading edge
of the device tread nosing.
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Handrails with a circular cross section shall have an outside diameter of at
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(152 mm) in diameter
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least 11/4 inches (32 mm) and not greater than 2 inches (51 mm). If the
handrail is not circular, it shall have a perimeter dimension of at least 4 inches
(102 mm) and not greater than 61/4 inches (160 mm) with a maximum cross-
section dimension of 21/4 inches (57 mm). Edges shall have a minimum radius
of 0.01 inch (0.25 mm).
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Stair riser heights shall be 7 inches (178 mm) maximum and 4 inches (102 mm)
minimum. The riser height shall be measured vertically between the leading
edges of adjacent treads
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Handrail height, measured above stair tread nosings, or finish surface of
le———ramp slope, shall be uniform, not less than 34 inches (864 mm) and not

more than 38 inches (965 mm). Handrail height of alternating tread devices
and ship ladders, measured above tread nosings, shall be uniform, not less
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than 30 inches (762 mm) and not more than 34 inches (864 mm).
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Handrails shall return to a wall, guard or the walking surface or shall be
continuous to the handrail of an adjacent stair flight or ramp run. Where
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handrails are not continuous between flights, the handrails shall extend
horizontally at least 12 inches (305 mm) beyond the top riser and

continue to slope for the depth of one tread beyond the bottom riser.

At ramps where handrails are not continuous between runs, the handrails
shall extend horizontally above the landing 12 inches (305 mm) minimum
beyond the top and bottom of ramp runs. The extensions of handrails shall
be in the same direction of the stair flights at stairways and the ramp runs
at ramps.
