Add clause to reference Table 1507.2.7.1, not the basic wind speed per Figure 1609 to make the code consistent with ASCE 7-2010.





Discuss the current status of the code change on roof coating as approved by the Commission for the 2010 FBC including the compromise language provided by the Petitioner.  





Add clause to Section 1918.1 to cite areas where the ultimate design wind speed, Vult, is greater than 115 mph to be consistent with ASCE 7-2010.


Also, in Section 1918.1 and 1918.2, reference Exception 1 to Section 1609.1.1.





Put definition of Glass Unit Masonry back into code; it was in the 2007 code & inadvertently got omitted.





Revise language concerning structures located seaward of the coastal construction control line “CCL” for consistency with HB849.  This code change would revert back to the original code provisions of the 2007 FBC.





Change entity in reporting requirement from the Department of Community Affairs to the “Entity representing the Florida Building Commission”.  The Florida DCA is being dissolved by current legislation.





Expand this section to encompass not just insulation and fenestration but also the air distribution system to reflect FL specific changes to Table 402.1.1. Also delete reference to climate zones; only one option is provided. 





Fix footnote ”b” to change the word “exterior” to “interior”, correcting the mass wall R-value listed to agree with the IECC.








Fix Table to include sealants for mechanical closets under “sealing requirements”, not “mechanical attachment”.





Fix table to include footnotes 3 and 4 from the ’07 code. They were inadvertently left off Table 503.2.8, Minimum Pipe Insulation.





To correct discrepancy with Section 403.2.2, Thermal Distribution Systems, choose one of the following options:


Change the Proposed Design to reflect a duct tested to be substantially leak free by a Class 1 BERS rater for the actual location of the duct.


Provide an exception to the duct testing requirement in Section 403.2.2 for ducts complying by Section 405. 





Delete footnote 2 to Table 402A on Form 402; it contradicts Section 402.3.6 from the IECC that requires replacement windows to meet code.


Fix footnote 3 to add the word “except”, correcting the mass R-value requirement to reflect current code.


Fix Table 402B, Mandatory Requirements, to add new requirement for duct testing. 








Delete definitions of the following words that are not used in the Mechanical code:  Manufactured Building, Manufactured Home, Site-Installed Component and Features.





Fix Table 603 to include sealants for mechanical closets under “sealing requirements”, not “mechanical attachment”.











Change code to replace code language concerning grease interceptors to agree with the requirements of Rule 64E-6, the DOH rule that governs grease interceptors.
