1.) Course Number 725.3….
Course: 2023 Advanced 8th Edition Florida Building Code
Provider: Boss Construction School
Prior Accreditor: JC Code & Construction Consultants, Inc.
Affirmation date: 7/14/2023
This is a 2-hour instructor-led course that addresses the Accessibility Requirements for the (2023) 8th Edition FLORIDA BUILDING CODE ACCESIBILITY. The course is given in a classroom setting and uses power point presentation “ADVANCED (2023) 8th Edition. FLORIDA BUILDING CODE ACCESIBILITY."
After an administrative review of this course, it was found that…
a. The word “online” should be deleted from the “Course Description” in the Syllabus and from the footer of the Syllabus on pages 2-6.
b. The “Number of Classroom Hours” (Syllabus – page 4) should be reworded as this course is instructor led, not online.
As a result, I recommend denial of this course because it does not meet the full requirements of Rule 61G20-6.002. However, the ED POC could motion to instead conditionally approve this course, subject to deleting the word “online” as referenced in the Syllabus.

2.) Course Number 821.3….
Course: 2023 Online Advanced (2023) 8th Edition Florida Building Code Accessibility
Provider: Boss Construction School
Prior Accreditor: JC Code & Construction Consultants, Inc.
Affirmation date: 7/14/2023
This is a 2-hour online course that will teach about the Advanced (2023)8th Edition Florida Building Code Accessibility.
After an administrative review of this course, it was found that…
a. The “Method of Presentation” (Syllabus – page 4) should be reworded. This is an online course, not instructor led.
b. The “Number of Classroom Hours” (Syllabus – page 4) should be reworded.  An exam was referenced, but no exam is included in the materials.
As a result, I recommend denial of this course because it does not meet the full requirements of Rule 61G20-6.002. However, the ED POC could motion to instead conditionally approve this course, subject to rewording the “Method of Presentation” and the “Number of Classroom Hours” as referenced above.
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
